We want you to experience the love and forgiveness of 
God through faith in Jesus. We don't ever want to give 
you the impression that all you need is religion and doing 
good deeds. "Jesus said to him, 'I am the way, and the 
truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except 
through me'" (John 14:6).  

1. God - Do you acknowledge God's authority, that He

2. Sin - Are you convinced of your sin and guilt before

That He 
rose and is the only source of eternal life? (see 1 Corin-

4. Saving Faith - Do you trust Jesus to forgive your sins 
and save your soul by the grace of God, not because 
of your good deeds or religion? (see Ephesians 2:1-10)
